Materials Needed: Thoroughly review the critical performance scoring guide; School manuals from field placements

Rationale:  

Before teachers can build a classroom community they need to understand student development, to be able to recognize each student’s individual characteristics, and to appreciate the influences of each student’s cultural background.  It is also important for teachers to have background knowledge of the community, the school climate, and classroom characteristics.  Teachers use this information to set learning goals, to plan instruction, to develop classroom management strategies, and to assess learning.  This critical performance has teacher candidates examine the diverse student, school, and community factors to determine a plan for instruction, assessment, and classroom management.

Product/Task:

Write a paper in which you analyze the following contextual factors from your field experience:

· Community and school factors: Consider geographic location and community background (district and school web sites).  Discuss school population, socio-economic profile, and race/ethnicity.  Address such things as stability of community, community support for education, and other environmental factors.  Address the school rules and discipline policy.  What extracurricular activities are offered to the students in the school?

· Classroom factors: Address physical features, availability of equipment and resources, and the extent of parental involvement.  Discuss other relevant factors such as classroom rules and routines, grouping patterns, scheduling, and classroom arrangement.
· Student characteristics/Approaches to Learning: Address age, gender, race/ethnicity, special needs (IEP’s, GSSP’s, ESL), and achievement/developmental levels (reading, math, maturity levels, students’ skills and prior learning).  Also, examine other relevant factors of diversity such as culture (socioeconomic level, religion, dress, customs), language (English proficiency), interests (hobbies, career interests, favorite subjects), learning styles (hands on, visual, auditory, multiple intelligences), and volunteer or paid work experience.

· Implications for Instructional Planning and Assessment: Address how any community, school, and classroom factors and student individual differences affect planning for instruction and assessment.

· Implications for Classroom Management.   Address how any community, school, and classroom factors and student individual differences affect the development of a classroom management plan, which includes both procedures/routines and rules/consequences for behavior.
