What affective variables--motivation,                
     respect, friendship, logistics, illness, classroom temperature, etc.--were responsible for the 

     degree of learning that took place?

     concepts.

6.  Evaluation: Include any quizzes or tests which you developed and administered.  What other

     forms of evaluation did you utilize?

7.  Final evaluation: Did you use pre-testing/post-testing procedures in order to evaluate the                
     overall effect of your instruction?  If not, what alternative evaluation plan did you use?  How

     much progress did your student(s) make, and in what areas?  What additional instruction do

     your students need?

The mid-term project consists of a two-page

     analysis of your progress to date.  Use reflective methods to determine how well you are                

     progressing.
