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Results

Descriptives


The mean level of happiness was 5.50, somewhat lower than the national average of 6.00.  The mean level of extroversion was 21.06.  The standard deviations were 2.71 for happiness and 6.12 for extroversion.  Both variables were approximately normally distributed with skewness values of .00 and -.39.

Correlation


There was a significant correlation between happiness and extroversion, r (16) = .93, p < .01. Persons who were happier also tended to be more extroverted.  R-squared was .86, implying that 86% of variance for happiness is associated with the variance in extroversion.
