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Results


Descriptive statistics are presented in Table 1. The results of the t-test revealed that there were significant differences between the pre (M = 15.27) and post measures (M = 12.67) of depression; t (14) = 4.17, p < .01.  Subjects had significantly lower levels of depression after taking Protac for 2 months. Eta squared was .23, implying that one can account for 23% of the variance for a subject’s level of depression if it is known whether or not the subject is taking Protac.
