Results

Descriptives


The mean level of happiness was 5.50, a little low compared to the national average of 6.00.  The mean level of extroversion was 21.06.  The standard deviations were 2.71 for happiness and 6.12 for extroversion.  Both variables were approximately normally distributed with skewness values of .00 and -.39.

Regression

Extroversion was a significant predictor of happiness, F (1, 16) = 106.08, p < .01. The regression of happiness on extroversion resulted in the following regression equation, Y’ = .41X - 3.18. Adjusted R-squared was .86, in other words, about 86 % of the variability for happiness was accounted for by extroversion scores.
