Do you want to become a more

tolerant person?  A more organized person?  A more determined or patient person?  A better

listener?  Reader?  Speaker?

Please dont feel you must address all of the above areas; you may want to focus your attention

on only one or two of them--or you may want to divide the subject of goals and expectations 

differently.    I hope to have individual conferences with you about this essay.  In addition, youll

be re-examining it at the end of the semester and reporting to the class on what happened.
