A may be a period or phrase group.
If A 'is Open, it will usually modulate to the Dominant or Relative Major.

The beginning of B is usually a phrase group that ends with a H.C. The remainder of B
may be a phrase group or period (especially if the form is Rounded).

If B is Rounded, the original motivic material must return in the original tonic key. This
return may be a literal repetition or a clearly recognizable use of the opening motive.
